*No school, students must provide their own transportation to school.

What Does The Price Include: Bus transportation to Afton Alps and back to school, 1 paid lesson the first night of ski,
lift tickets, & ski corral.

What’s Not Included in The Price: Equipment rental (if you don’t own equipment), lockers, food/beverages.
Equipment rental for Ski/Ski-board/Snowboard is $17 per night, optional helmets $4 per night. There will be a $5 charge to
switch to different equipment on the same night. Lessons may purchased at Afton for $1 per night after the first night.

Transportation: Buses depart after school. Students must ride the bus both to and from Afton Alps. Student may not be
dropped off or picked up from Afton Alps by parents, friends, etc. No exceptions will be made. All buses reload between 8:15
and 8:30 p.m. and students will be dropped off at their school by 9:30 p.m. Students are responsible for transportation home
from school. Please arrange to have a ride waiting at school by 9:15 p.m. School buildings may not be open when the
buses return, so phones may not be available.

Cold Weather Cancellation: When the National Weather Service’s noon forecast predicts temperatures

at —20F or colder for the afternoon or evening and/or bus company, Washington County Sherriff or ski area reports unsafe
conditions, the ski program will be cancelled that day and rescheduled for the end of the session. For updated information call
the Ski Hotline 651-621-7484 after 12:00 noon on the day in question.

Chaperones: Parent Chaperones are needed! Without chaperones there is no ski program. Buses are

chaperoned by Mounds View District parents. Chaperones receive a free lift ticket, rental equipment and lesson each night. It
is preferred that chaperone’s committ for all 5 weeks of a session. As with all school volunteers, a routine background check
will be required.

Valuables: Students are encouraged to leave all valuables at home. Bus doors do not lock and may be left unattended.
Rental lockers will be available at Afton Alps for .50 per night. Community Education will not be responsible for any lost
or stolen items.

Refunds: There will be NO REFUNDS issued after the start of each session. Medical refunds during the session the student
is registered for must be documented by a physician’s note. Families are responsible to check for conflicts including band,
orchestra, choir concerts and any other school activities in which attendance is mandatory There will be no individual make-ups
or refunds for missed nights of skiing.

Ski Equipment: Each school will have a designated storage area where students may leave their equipment the day of ski.
Students may not bring ski equipment on school buses coming to school and must be driven if they are transporting equipment.
Scholarships: This is a voluntary activity and scholarships are not available for the After School Ski Program.

Afton SKi Pass: Students that have an Afton 2009/20010 Season Pass may register for $65.00 per session. Online
registration is not available using a ski pass, you must submit a registration form. Along with your registration form and
payment you must include a copy of your 2009/2010 Afton Alps Season Pass, (a ski pass application is not acceptable). If you
do not have the pass at the time of registration you must register and pay the full $125. No exceptions!

To Ensure All Students Have An Enjoyable Experience The Following
Rules and Regulations Have Been Designed

e Mature and respectful behavior will be expected at all times.

o Students are responsible for being on time and riding their assigned bus, both to the ski area and back to
school. Students cannot be dropped off or picked up at the ski area by a parent, friend or neighbor, etc. with the
exception of: Parents are responsible for picking up injured students at Afton Alps as determined by Ski Patrol
and being contacted by the Ski Program Supervisor.

e There will be no changing of days, during the season.

o Students are forbidden to use cigarettes, alcohol or non-prescribed drugs.

o Students not registered with the program may not substitute for a student who is in the program.

e ALL students must participate in ski lesson first night of ski. All other lessons are optional and cost $1 per night

o Students not obeying all rules and regulations will be dropped from the program immediately and may need to be
picked up from the ski area by their parents. No refunds will be made to students dropped from the program for
disciplinary reasons.
