TRANSPORTATION
Mounds View provides bus service for students 
in accordance with state law that requires 
districts to provide free transportation to all 
students living two miles or more from their 
school. In addition, the District offers fee-
based bus service within two miles, to accom-
modate parents’ requests for transportation 
assistance.
